DAILY UPDATE 

• Cherokee County EMA and Board of Commissioners ask that you be mindful of your 
needed travels, contact with others, continue to practice social distancing, and practice 
good hygiene. 

• The Georgia Department of Public Health has announced 897,663 confirmed cases of 
COVID-19 across the state. 

• 18,189 deaths have occurred in the state as a result of COVID-19. 

• Cherokee County has 22,738 confirmed cases of COVID-19, since March 8, 2020. This is 
an increase of 6 cases from the previous day. 

• Cherokee County has three hundred and fifteen (315) confirmed fatalities due to COVID-

• The COVID-19 vaccination clinic located at Canton First Baptist Church with be moving to the 

Public Health Department centers in Canton and Woodstock today, Monday, June 7th.  To make an 

appointment, please call the Canton Public Health Center (1219 Univeter Road, Canton, GA) at 

770-345-7371 or the Woodstock Public Health Center (7545 North Main Street, Woodstock, GA) at 

770-329-0133. 

o ALL Georgian’s aged 12 and older are eligible for the vaccine.  

o To make an appointment online with Georgia DPH, eligible residents should register via:

• Every Tuesday, Georgia Public Health will offer a Family Night COVID-19 Vaccine Clinic at the 

Canton Health Department location.  The address is 1219 Univeter Road, Canton, GA, 30115.  

Hours for this event will be 4:00 pm until 6:00 pm.  No appointment is needed.   

*** COVID-19 drive-thru testing location*** 

• COVID-19 testing will now be administered by Mako Medical instead of Georgia Public Health.  

The new drive-thru testing site is located at First Baptist Church of Woodstock, in a parking lot 

adjacent to Gunnin Road.  Please note: entrance to the testing site will need to be made via 

Gunnin Road.  Hours of operations and pre-registration processes are listed below: 

o Days/Hours of Operation: Monday-Friday from 8:00 AM until 3:00 PM 

o You are only required to pre-register for your test.  There are no set appointment times.  

As soon as you sign up for testing, you can arrive at the testing site any time between 

8:00 AM and 3:00 PM that is convenient for you.
