The Georgia Department of Public Health has announced 1,203,812 confirmed cases of

COVID-19 across the state.

21,865 deaths have occurred in the state as a result of COVID-19.

Cherokee County has 29,830 confirmed cases of COVID-19, since March 8, 2020. This is
an increase of 56 cases from the previous day.

Cherokee County has three hundred and seventy-six (376) confirmed fatalities due to

COVID-19.
