Cherokee County EMA and Board of Commissioners ask that you be mindful of your
needed travels, contact with others, continue to practice social distancing, and practice
good hygiene.

The Georgia Department of Public Health has announced 1,295,855 confirmed cases of
COVID-19 across the state.

25,940 deaths have occurred in the state as a result of COVID-19.

Cherokee County has 32,269 confirmed cases of COVID-19, since March 8, 2020. This is
an increase of 182 cases from December 4" to December 10™.

Cherokee County has four hundred and fifty-eight (458) confirmed fatalities due to COVID-

19.
